6. General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) for the European Union (EU)

a.

GAIA Coaching will comply with the principles of data protection set out in
the GDPR for the purpose of fairness, fransparency and lawful data
collection and use.

We process your personal information as a Processor and/or to the extent
that we are a Controller as defined in the GDPR.

We must establish a lawful basis for processing your personal information.
The legal basis for which we collect your personal information depends on
the data that we collect and how we use it.

We will only collect your personal information with your express consent for a
specific purpose and any data collected will be to the extent necessary
and not excessive for its purpose. We will keep your data safe and secure.

We will also process your personal information if it is necessary for our
legitimate interests, or to fulfil a contractual or legal obligation.

We process your personal information if it is necessary to protect your life or
in a medical situation, it is necessary to carry out a public function, a task of
public interest or if the function has a clear basis in law.

We do not collect or process any personal information from you that is
considered "Sensitive Personal Information" under the GDPR, such as
personal information relating to your sexual orientation or ethnic origin unless
we have obtained your explicit consent, or if it is being collected subject to
and in accordance with the GDPR.

You must not provide us with your personal information if you are under the
age of 16 without the consent of your parent or someone who has parental
authority for you. We do not knowingly collect or process the personal
information of children.
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7. Yourrights under the GDPR
